Mission Statement and Statutory Responsibilities
Goal

To provide the forum for coordinating and communicating all provisions of the federal Superfund Amendment and Reauthorization Act (SARA). More Specifically, the Emergency Planning and Community Right To Know Act (EPCRA)under Title III of SARA pertaining to assisting the public in understanding associated chemical risks found within our communities.

Objectives

· Provide a forum for supporting our 23 county Local Emergency Planning Committees (LEPC) to promulgate community right to know information to local citizens and to support emergency planning measures

· Develop and make recommendations concerning hazardous materials management and incident response in Wyoming

· Develop and make policy recommendations regarding the implementation of SARA Title III

· Monitor all available technical assistance in support of our community first responders

· Coordinate and assist state agencies assigned with the responsibilities for monitoring the production, storage and transportation of hazardous materials

· Execute the responsibilities set forth by legislation
· Wyoming Statute 35-9-153 states the commission shall:

(f)  by rule, establish emergency planning districts in accordance with the requirements of 42 U.S.C. 11001 et seq. and in compliance with the Wyoming Administrative Procedure Act, to consist of twenty-three (23) districts corresponding to the jurisdictions of the twenty-three (23) counties of the state. The commission shall appoint members of the local emergency planning committees for each emergency planning district to include representatives required by 42 U.S.C. 11001, et seq.  The commission shall annually review memberships and activities of the local emergency planning committees and report to the governor annually on those activities. The commission shall work with each board of county commissioners and city council to promote support by the board for the local emergency planning committee in the county.
 
(g)  perform all duties and acts prescribed by 42 U.S.C. 11001 et seq., and all other applicable law, with the assistance of the Wyoming office of homeland security and other state agencies determined to be necessary by the commission.

Achievements
The State Emergency Response Commission has realized many accomplishments over the past 22 months:

Sub-Committees

Planning  Sub-Committee Mission and Goal:


To provide strategic planning for the SERC.
Objectives

· Develop and coordinate the introduction of legislation

· Develop by-laws for the SERC

· Develop policies and rules for the SERC

· Initiate input for all-hazards disaster planning
Rules were established creating the 23 county local emergency planning districts. The SERC Bylaws have been revised to reflect language in the Wyoming Emergency Response Act. A SERC policy was approved setting standards for the dissemination of facility Tier II chemical inventory records.
Training Sub-Committee Mission and Goal: 
Promote and coordinate chemical safety training and educational opportunities for the general public and special interest groups by networking with local and state government and private industry.

Objectives

· Deliver public education and understanding of SARA Title III objectives with focus on:

· Specific groups

· Emergency procedures/preparedness training topics

· Worker safety training

· Issues surrounding the “Community Right-to-Know” process
· Provide input in the development, implementation and confirmation of training needs for emergency and non-emergency responders regarding weapons of mass destruction (WMD) topics
The following is a list of the Hazardous Materials Training and related activities conducted by the Department of Fire Prevention and Electrical Safety in support of the SERC:

· 37 Hazardous Materials Awareness or Operations Courses taught or facilitated to 537 students around Wyoming.  This represents 205 hours of courses provided, or over 2,975 man hours of Hazardous Materials classes using traditional classroom delivery.  All the materials necessary to teach these courses (North American Emergency Response Guides, Emergency Response Guides by Firebelle Publications, DOT-12 Charts, and complete student hand outs of all Power Point presentations) were provided by our agency.

· Hazardous Materials Awarness was added to the State of Wyoming Department of Health’s Emergency Medical Technician – Basic (EMT-B) course.

· Six upcoming Hazardous Materials Awareness courses scheduled in conjunction with the State of Wyoming Department of Health’s EMT-B Courses.  This will encompass approximately 100 more students.

· 135 Students enrolled on our On-Line Hazardous Materials Training Program.

· Four Hazardous Materials Incident Commander Courses instructed.

· 346 Hazardous Materials Certifications issued.  This includes 205 certifications issued in our Nationally Accredited Hazardous Materials Awareness and Operations Courses and 141 State of Wyoming certifications. 

· Nine Hazardous Materials Technician Certifications issued.

· Four students sent to the Transportation and Technology Center in Pueblo Colorado.

· First Ever Hazardous Material Conference.  80 Attendees in 11 classes over 15 hours for a total of 1,200 man-hours of training provided in one weekend.  This conference included classes for Public works, EMTs, firefighters, Hazardous Materials Technicians, and Emergency Management officials.

· First Draft of a Hazardous Materials bi-annual training standard was developed.

· Over 100 Basic Firefighter Training Manuals delivered to fire departments as part of a comprehensive Firefighter I training program.  This program includes Hazardous Materials Awareness and Operations training.

· Complete updates of all the State’s Hazardous Materials Written Certification Examinations.
Radiological Sub-Committee Mission and Goal: 


Provide guidance and information to the SERC on radiological materials issues.

Objectives:

· Advise SERC on matters involving radiological materials

· Act as liaison between the Radiological Response Team and the SERC

· Coordinate and manage funds generated by Emergency Response Fees
2007 and beyond goals:
· Plan to phase out civil defense instruments because they are 45+ years old parts are being pirated from other old equipment and the technician who just retired was one of very few technicians nationally who could even service the equipments.

· Plan to replace with new equipment. To that end OHS purchased and plans to integrate. A couple of years ago approximately 160 new kits were acquired and sent out to all Wyoming Highway Patrol (WHP) offices/staff. Currently only one piece of the kit is being used so the other pieces will be pulled back and redistributed to fire departments. With what is in stock, what is to be reassigned and utilizing the Emergency Response fund, the goal is to have new equipment out to replace the out-dated equipment within the a couple of years.

· Also are looking to acquire, distribute and train new kits to move with technology.

· To date WDH has trained 30 people and the WHP has trained 14.

· Plan to continue Waste Isolation Pilot Program (WIPP). WY was one of the first states to look at the relationship between terrorist activity and WIPP shipments.

· Coordinate development of medical training to support Hospitals and EMS.

· Develop and post RSP website for public and member (EM/ES) use.

· Finalize WIPP two year work plan by August 2009.

· Enhance monitoring capability at the state level. This is necessary because current equipment does not allow for the detailed identification needed to separate naturally occurring radiation from contamination.

· Initiate full review/update of Radiation Services Program (RSP) policies, procedures and guides. This is an estimated 2-year project.

· Continue working on other shipping campaigns. An example of which are shipments from universities which currently have no one taking ownership.

· Develop multi-year outreach plan for training, development etc.

Industry Sub-Committee Mission and Goal:
Inform, promote and seek private industry input on SERC programs and activities by which they may be affected.

Objectives

· Identify SERC programs and activities that could impact private industry

· Identify programs for private industry contribution (training, legislation, etc)

· Encourage participation in LEPC membership and activities

· Encourage support with resources (time, material, and money) in SERC/LEPC programs.

· Encourage the SERC to provide training programs that are more available to private industry.
During 2006, industrial security continued to be a major focus for the SERC sub-committee due to the latest federal regulations for plant security and the continued concern of both domestic and international terrorism attacks.

Based upon the current YELLOW elevated national threat level, Wyoming’s industrial facilities and transportation companies are continuing to review their security protocols to insure that they meet or exceed the latest federal requirements.

In addition to security reviews, the Industry committee also finalized the SERC Industry Award which was recently approved and adopted by the SERC.  The award nomination form will be distributed to industries, transportation companies and emergency response agencies with a 2007 winner selected later this year.

Committee activities in 2007 and beyond will include a continuing commitment to improve the communication link between industry and transportation facilities and the state’s first responders. In order to provide an overview of the impact that major chemical and industrial incidents have on communities, the attached accident summary has been prepared by the US EPA to highlight the largest historical worldwide accidents based on the number of fatalities.


Challenges/Activities

· Continue to monitor forward progress of all 23 local emergency planning committees and to assist those who need technical guidance

· Provide technical assistance through the Wyo. Office of Homeland Security to revise and update county hazardous material/WMD emergency response plans

· Monitor requests for release of specific facility chemical inventory reports (Tier II) 

· Ensure all 23 county local emergency planning committees complete necessary tasks to conform with the federal emergency planning and community right to know law

Summary

It has been clear for some time local Wyoming residents and our state’s pristine vistas and environment can be endangered by the existence and or release of hazardous chemicals. These releases can be caused by accidental discharges or intentional criminal acts caused by terrorism.

 Preparing for crisis must begin at the local level. The SERC is committed to assisting our 23 Local Emergency Planning Committees with preparedness and planning issues.
